Any time a novel (or any book, website, or source of information, for that matter) is referenced by a student, that student needs to provide the reader with proper citation information.  This happens whenever a quotation is used and whenever a works cited section (a.k.a. – a bibliography) needs to be created.  For a novel, the proper way to cite it using MLA (which stands for “Modern Language Association”) guidelines is as follows:

Author Last Name, Author First Name.  Novel Title.


City of Publication:  Publishing Company Name, Date.  The Word “Print”.

An example using the core novel studied on this course is:


Lee, Harper.  To Kill a Mockingbird.



New York:  Warner Books, 1982.  Print.

1.  Please write a properly formatted and complete works cited entry for your novel. 
When quoting your novel in assignments, MLA guidelines require a citation after each quotation.  This is simply a set of brackets containing the author’s last name and the page number.  

An example of a properly formatted quotation using To Kill a Mockingbird might look like this:

play football.
