An allusion is a reference in a work of literature to something outside the work that actually exists in the real world.  It is usually something the author expects the reader to know.  Common types of allusions may be historical, mythological, biblical, geographical, literary (referencing another book), or from popular culture (e.g. – films, music, television, the internet, et cetera).
If we are reading a novel and we come across an allusion with which we are unfamiliar, we should take the time to do a bit of research so that we more fully understand the allusion.  In our time, much of this research is done online.

Choose an allusion from your novel and research it.  
1. Write in the space provided a quotation from your novel that contains an allusion.  Be sure to use a properly formatted MLA citation (author last name and page number) after the quotation. 

2. What is the allusion?  
3. What kind of an allusion (e.g. – historical, mythological, biblical, geographical, literary, pop culture) is it?  
Find at least two online sources that explain this allusion.  Give properly formatted MLA works cited entries for the two websites that you use.  A website is cited as follows:

Author Last Name, Author First Name (if available).  Name of Web Page (this appears in the tab).


Date on the Web Page.  The Word “Web”.  Date You Visited the Site.


< URL – the address that begins “http://www...” >.
